   FUND HIGHLIGHTS 

• The Fund’s loan facility which expired on 30 September 2024 has been renewed with ING Bank for a further 

term of 12 months. 

• As investors are aware, the Responsible Entity has previously resolved it was in the best interests of investors to 

suspend payment of distributions. This means the Fund has built up cash reserves of which $1.50m was paid 

to ING on 1 October 2024 to reduce the debt and another $1.50m will be paid from the Fund’s cash reserves over 

the next 12 months to reduce the loan to value ratio to 55% by 30 September 2025. 

• The Fund’s gearing of 56.4% as at 30 September 2024 was reduced to 53.9% as at 1 October 2024. 

• The occupancy is 87.5% as at 30 September 2024; 

• The WALE by income is 4.3 years as at 30 September 2024; 

• Net Tangible Assets (NTA) was approximately $0.41 as at 30 September 2024; 

• The Fund is no longer contracted to acquire a $58.6m office asset at 63 Pirie Street, Adelaide as the vendor has 

terminated the contract; and

As part of the refinance of the Fund’s loan facility secured against 601 Coronation Drive which was renewed for a 

new term expiring 30 September 2025, an independent valuation was obtained that valued the property at 

$46.50m down from $53.00m being a 12.26% decrease in value. 

 
The valuation has fallen as a result of an increase in the capitalisation rate from 7.25% to 7.77%. There have been 

a number of office asset sales that have recently transacted in Brisbane which the valuer has taken into 

consideration. 

 
The reduced valuation resulted in a loan to value ratio of 61.3% which exceeded the loan covenant of 55% and 

accordingly, in order for the Fund to comply with the financial covenant under the loan extension facility, the Fund 

paid $1.50m to ING Bank on 1 October 2024. This reduced the loan to value ratio to 58.0% and the Fund will pay 

an additional $1.50m over the next 12 months to reduce the loan to value ratio to approximately 54.8% by 30 

September 2025.

Tranche 2 is a fully drawn tranche and was used for ACP remediation capital expenditure at 601 Coronation Drive. 

The weighted average cost of the drawn debt for the Fund is approximately 6.57% per annum from 1 October 2024. 
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The Fund’s gearing level was 56.8% as at 30 September 2024 reducing to 53.9% as at 1 October 2024 which is 

within its long-term target of 50-55%. 

 
DISTRIBUTIONS 

While the Fund’s the general practice has been to pay quarterly distributions, for the quarter to 30 September 

2024 the Responsible Entity has determined that the Fund will not pay a distribution.

The NTA as at 30 September 2024 incorporating an allowance for potential default interest under the 63 Pirie 

Street contract but excluding the impacts of any potential reduction in the valuation of 63 Pirie Street and the 

contracted price and a potential sale price and also including the most recent valuation of 601 Coronation Drive 

is $0.41. Depending on the outcome of negotiations with the vendor of 63 Pirie Street, the NTA per unit may be 

impacted either positively or negatively.

One Managed Investment Funds Limited (OMIFL) as the responsible entity of the CPF Diversified Property Fund 

ARSN 610 941 654 (Fund) advises that The Fund’s loan facility is due 30 September 2024. As part of the refinance 

of the Fund’s loan facility secured against 601 Coronation Drive, Toowong Queensland (601CD) an independent 

valuation was obtained that valued 601CD at $46,500,000 down from $53,000,000 being a 12.26% decrease in 

value. Accordingly, the Fund is no longer in compliance with the financial covenant under this loan facility that 

requires it to maintain a loan to value ratio of less than 55%. The Fund continues to negotiate with its lenders in 

respect of refinancing the loan and resolving this covenant breach. 

 
OMIFL continues to assess the impacts of this on the Fund and its key stakeholders.
